we'll	play	the	1	and	b3	for	Gm	here.	Our	1	chord	is	Gm	and	that	works	perfectly

The	5	chord	for	Gm	is	D7	and	although	the	1	and	b3	from	the	Gm	work	OK,	
they	dont	fit	quite	as	well.	Since	5	is	a	whole	step	up	from	for,	lets	just	move	
out	two	note	each	up	a	whole	step	and	that	will	sound	muchnice	and	more	authentic.	
We'll	give	the	piece	a	sense	of	resolution	by	ending	on	the	1	note	and	resting	for	3	quarters

the	4	chord	for	Gm	is	C7	and	the	1	and	b3	notes	from	Gm	also	work	fine	here!
